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Things to Remember 
• Lightroom doesn’t contain your photography; it only catalogs your photography and various instruction sets for 

your photography 
• Lightroom allows you to view your catalog (via image thumbnails) even when your photos are not present.  This 

applies when your photos are located on an external hard drive and the hard drive is disconnected. 
• Edit your photography in Photoshop through Lightroom.  This will ensure the edited file to be automatically be 

cataloged by Lightroom 
• Separate multiple Keywords by a comma (,)
